Rebbe Elazar teaches that a person should always review the
Tefillos, and prepare himself before Davening, to make sure
that the words are familiar to him, so that he will not err in his
prayers.

However, the
people in town who are able to attend, why should we allow the
N3 HWw to be X% them?

As we find by 0’375 n>73, that those people who stand behind
the Kohanim during 03715 n373, are not included in the
Blessings, because, with a simple effort, they could have come
forward and stand in front of the o377 - But the m7waw oy who
are unable to attend ARE included in the Blessings?

And so the teaching of X701 wHW '27 was amended to state

Rabban Gamliel meant to exempt ONLY the mTwaw oy, the
people who live far from the city.

Because it is difficult for them to come in to the city as they are
busy with their work in the fields.
