The area from the walls of Har HaBayis all the way to the U

van such as nn NRMV and YW DRV may enter there 11
annn.
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. The area within the 77ty is called nyow mann, which
includes the entire area of the Bais HaMikdash, the
Mizbaich, and various m>wb of the Bais HaMikdash.
Kodshei Kodshim and Menachos must be eaten in the
nrow mnn. A N XY and YW RV may not enter there.
