How the לחם הפנים, show breads, were divided among the 
.the watches of Kohanim ,משמרות
 
Some of the key terms and concepts we will learn about 
include:
 
 משמרות originally set up 8 groups of משה .The watches - משמרות
from the families of Elazar and Issamar.
.משמרות into twenty four כהנים later divided the דוד and שמואל
Each group served for one week. After 24 weeks, the cycle 
repeated.
On the festivals, all משמרות shared in the עבודה of the קרבן מוסף, 
while the daily עבודה was still done by the current week’s משמר.
 
 that קרבנות In general, this term refers to the parts of the - אימורים
were burned on the מזבח, like the limbs and fats. On our Daf, that 
term is used differently, as the גמרא will explain.
 

So let's review…
 
The גמרא continues to challenge רבי אחא’s opinion that each מוסף 
required its own set of תקיעות:

 ,ובראשי חדשכם that the Posuk ברייתא taught in a רבא בר שמואל
compares all the beginnings of the months to each other. The 
number of תקיעות is the same for every ראש חדש, even when it 
coincides with שבת, which has its own Mussaf.

The גמרא concludes;
.רבי אחא this is a definitive refutation of ,תיובתא דרבי אחא תיובתא

Another way to understand this Posuk:
Since the word חדשכם is written חסר, without the letter ‘yud’, it 
could be translated as your month, singular. On the other hand, 
 ראש השנה and on the beginnings, is plural. This refers to ,ובראשי
which gives the month of Tishrei two beginnings, the beginning 
of the year, and the beginning of the month. The תורה refers to it 
as חדשכם, your month, because regarding תקיעות, it is consid-
ered one beginning. Only one set of תקיעות is required for both 
.מוספים

The גמרא quotes another ברייתא to refute ר' אחא.
The ברייתא lists the songs recited by the לוים on each day of 
Sukkos during the Mussaf, and then says;
ואם חל שבת באחד מהם ימוטו ידחה
If Shabbos falls on one of the days of Chol Hamoed, the last 
Psalm from day six is pushed off, and the song for שבת is said 
instead. This definitely refutes ר' אחא, because if only one song 
is recited, there is only one set of תקיעות as well.

means ברייתא explains that the רבינא
 ,not add more of them - תקיעות they extend the ,שמאריכין בתקיעות
until the pouring of the wine was completed for both מוספים.
The רבנן דקיסרי - the Rabbis of Caesaria said in the name of 'ר 
אחא
 we increase the number of trumpet players when ,שמרבה בתוקעין
there is more than one Mussaf

The גמרא now gives two opinions regarding what verses are 
recited during the Mussaf Davening outside of ארץ ישראל.  
 ,the verses for the second day are skipped ,שני ידחה said אביי
since it’s actually יום טוב for people outside of ארץ ישראל.
 the verses for the seventh day, which is the ,שביעי ידחה said רבא
last day, are skipped,
The גמרא has another solution to this question.
אתקין אמימר בנהרדעא דמדלגי דלוגי
In Nehardea, אמימר decreed that they should skip backward. 
Rashi explains that each day they would “skip” backward and 
recite the verses from the day before, as well as the verses for 
that day.
On the first day of Chal HaMoed, the third day Yom Tov, we 
say
– ביום השני וביום השלישי
Because it might be the second day Yom Tov – And so on -
==========
 

Before proceeding with the Mishnah, let’s review;
The כהנים were divided into 24 משמרות
– 24 watches, to perform the Avodah. Each משמר would serve 
one week, on a rotating basis. After 24 weeks, the cycle would 
be repeated. However, on the festivals, although the daily עבודה 
was still done by the current week’s משמר, the עבודה of the קרבן 
.משמרות was shared by all מוסף

Therefore,

On the first day of יום טוב, thirteen bulls, two rams, and one goat 
were brought, each, by one of sixteen משמרות.

Fourteen sheep remained to be divided among the other eight 
:as follows ,משמרות
ביום ראשון ששה מקריבין שנים שנים והשאר אחד אחד
On the first day, six of the eight brought two animals each, and 
two brought one each.  

בשני חמשה מקריבין שנים שנים והשאר אחד אחד
Since, every day, the number of פרים was diminished by one - on 
the second day, only 15 משמרות had done the Avodah to this 
point. Therefore, the fourteen sheep were divided among the 
remaining nine משמרות, as follows;
5 brought two animals each, and 4 brought one each.

This pattern continued as follows:
בשלישי ד' מקריבין שנים שנים והשאר אחד אחד
On the third day, four brought two each and six brought one 
each.
ברביעי שלשה מקריבין שנים שנים והשאר אחד אחד
On the fourth day, three brought two each and eight brought one 
each.  
בחמישי שנים מקריבין שנים שנים והשאר אחד אחד
On the fifth day, two brought two each and ten brought one 
each.
בששי אחד מקריב שנים והשאר אחד אחד
On the sixth day, one משמר brought two lambs, and twelve 
.brought one each משמרות
בשביעי כולן שוין
On the seventh day, we were down to
 and all – משמרות for ten – שבעה פרים אילים שנים ושעיר אחד
fourteen remaining משמרות were equal in that they each brought 
one lamb.  
בשמיני חזרו לפייס כברגלים
On the eighth day, they went back to casting lots just like on 
other festivals.
,אמרו מי שהקריב פרים היום לא יקריב למחר אלא חוזרין חלילה
They said, whoever brought bulls today, should not bring them 
tomorrow - instead they took turns on a rotating basis.

The Gemara cites a ברייתא, where רבי says;
פר הבא בשמיני בתחילה מפיסין עליו
All משמרות were included in the lots for the bull of שמיני עצרת, as 
if it were the beginning of all the קרבנות. The חכמים say;
אחת משתי משמרות דלא שלשו בפרים עושה אותו
It is brought by one of the two משמרות that did not have a third 
turn to bring a פר on Sukkos.

The גמרא explains that when the Mishnah says; בשמיני חזרו לפייס 
–
According to Rebbe, all משמרות were included in this פייס.
According to the Chachamim, only these two משמרות were 
included in this פייס.
 

The גמרא cites another ברייתא:
כל המשמרות שונות ומשלשות
חוץ משני משמרות ששונות ואין משלשות
All the משמרות get a second and third turn to bring a פר, except 
for two that get a second, but not a third turn. Since a total of 
 were brought over the seven days of Sukkos, and all שבעים פרים
:took turns on a rotating basis, it worked out as follow משמרות
24 + 24 + 22 = 70 – There were two remaining משמרות who did not 
have a third turn.

Now, what about the פר הבא בשמיני?
According to Rebbe, the Braisa can be understood simply, that 
these two משמרות might not get to bring this פר, because all 
 But, according to the Chachamim, at .פייס were in the משמרות
least one of them would bring it, which would be their third פר 
of this Yom Tov. However, the Braisa means to say that they 
will not bring a third פר during the seven days of Sukkos.

Three times a year – during the three festivals, Pesach, Shavuos, 
and Sukkos, all twenty four משמרות were equal in the sharing of 
the gifts of the Korbonos of the festivals.
Rashi explains; these include;

ועורות של עולות ראייה
ומוספי צבור ושעירי חטאות
The breast and leg of the many individual שלמים sacrifices, the 
hides of the many individual עולות, and the meat of the 
Mussafim -
This is derived from the Posuk;
ובא בכל אות נפשו ושרת
And he comes with all the desires of his soul...and he shall 
serve.

This Posuk actually teaches two Halochos:
-1- A כהן who brings his own personal קרבנות has the privilege of 
sacrificing them, even though it is not the week of his משמר.
-2- On שלש רגלים, all the Kohanim who come to Yerushalayim 
have equal privileges to participate in the Avoda of the 
Korbonos of Yom Tov, even though it is not the week of their 
 because the ,שלש רגלים This second Halachah is limited to .משמר
Posuk says;
מאחד שעריך
לא אמרתי אלא בשעה
שכל ישראל נכנסין בשער אחד
This applies only when all of Israel is entering through one gate 
- In other words, when everybody is coming to Yerushalayim.

In both cases, he gets the portions from these קרבנות, as the 
Posuk says;
- לכהן המקריב אותה לו תהיה
 

18 18The Mishnah continues:
 ובחילוק לחם הפנים
They are also equal in the division of the Lechem Hapanim, the 
bread from the table in the בהמ"ק. This is derived from the 
Posuk;
חלק כחלק יאכלו
כחלק עבודה כך חלק אכילה
Just like they share in the service, they get a share in the eating.

On Shavuos, the כהן who gave out the shares would say to each 
;כהן
Here is Matza for you – from the לחם הפנים.
Here is Chametz for you – from the שתי הלחם.
Each Kohen gets from each Korban. You cannot trade off one 
with the other.
 

The Mishnah concludes: However,

.ושאר קרבנות צבור ומקריב את הכל
The משמר whose time was fixed to serve on the week of יום טוב 
brings the daily Tamid, the obligatory and voluntary קרבנות 
from vows, and the remaining קרבנות for the community, and all 
other קרבנות.
The portions of these Korbonos are also not shared with the 
other Kohanim, because the Posuk says;
לבד ממכריו על האבות
מה מכרו האבות זה לזה
אני בשבתי ואתה בשבתך
Each משמר receives the portions of its week.

The portions of these Korbonos
