When fasting is forbidden on the days mentioned in 30 0>,
and before and after those days.

The reasons why these days are considered minor holidays

Fasting on Rosh Chodesh, Chanuka, and Purim

Some of the key terms and concepts we will learn about
include:

73wn DN 12571 - The law follows the anonymous opinion in a
Mishnah. A Mishna that discusses a topic and only offers one
opinion without identifying the Tanna, the Halacha follows that
opinion.

Purim is generally celebrated on the 14th of Adar by people in
non-walled cities, and on the 15th of Adar for people in walled
cities. There are certain circumstances that allow for early
readings of the Megilla on the 11th, 12th, or 13th.
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So let's review...

The Gemara towards the end of the previous Daf begins to
explain the following part of the Mishnah:

Whatever minor festivals were recorded in 3vn n>n as days
when eulogies are forbidden, it is forbidden the day before as
well, but permitted on the day after.

0y 7 says it's forbidden both the day before and after.

Where miyn n>an says fasting on a certain day is forbidden,
fasting the day before or after is permitted.

0y 9 says it's forbidden to fast the day before but it is permitted
the day after.

The Gemara goes on to cite passages from m73vn n>an, and
comments on them:

From Rosh Chodesh Nisan until the 8th of Nisan there was a
debate over the daily Korban Tamid, and the Chachamim
prevailed over the Tzedokim. Therefore, we may not eulogize -
and of course not fast during this time.

From the eighth of Nisan until the end of Pesach, there was a
debate over when Shavuos should be, and the Chachamim
prevailed over the Baitusim. Therefore, we may not eulogize or
fast during this time.

The Gemara explains the need to mention Rosh Chodesh and
the last day of Pesach in nviyn n>a;

Since the days before and after are generally mivm 79072 9,
because, Rosh Chodesh and Pesach is a Yom Tov nmni m,

And does not need to be strengthened.

Whereas, the days before and after those days listed in 0>
n7yn, are also MY 7OON NONR, since they are only a Yom Tov

Therefore, Rosh Chodesh Nissan IS mentioned there,

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The Gemara continues to analyze the Beraisa of mivn n>an, and
points out:

The 8th of Nisan is 790772 WOR as part of the period from Rosh
Chodesh Nisan until the 8th of Nisan - AND as part of the
period from the eighth of Nisan until the end of Pesach

The Gemara explains:

If, at the beginning of Nissan, a 7173 occurred that called for

M2z mivn and we would override the miyn n>n - and as Rashi
explains, the Issur of the entire period becomes 501 - the 8th of
Nissan would remain mox because of its also being part of the
second period.

The Gemara next elaborates and says that regarding x> 1195
there is actually a 3-way Machlokes:

Adar.

Regarding these earlier days the Mishnah in 7531 noon states;

Now, why is the 11th not 710K as the 195w ov of the 12th oy

o1 Mo? It must be that this Mishnah holds like 12 pynw 129

The Gemara rejects this proof:

The 11th and even the 12th are 7mn», because,

minor holiday, because on that day »nx 7nR1 YW 1213773,
Shemaya and his brother Achya were killed. Therefore, fasting
is permitted on the 12th and certainly on the 11th.

The Gemara adds, the 12th is not 17oX as the 1195w o» of the 13th

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Since 010 O was abolished because of the tragedy that
happened on that day, we do not prohibit fasting because it's the
day before 7p1 07 either.
