Each victim seized the ox as security for payment, and
thereby became a 70w W, a paid guardian, for the
owner’s portion. As Rashi explains,

The security of the ox’s availability for payment is their
compensation as guardian. Consequently, they are
responsible for guarding the ox and liable for its
subsequent damages.

However, the owner, who retains his half of the animal, is
not responsible for guarding it since it’s not in his
possession, and is not liable at all.

Therefore, the most recent 35w 1w pays the entire 1130
for the latest damages from HIS portion; and only
