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So let’s review.....

In the previous Daf the Gemara cited Rav, who said;

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In a case of amos n¥sn, a weak Chalitzah, when Yibum is
not possible due to an aiow, all brothers must give
Chalitzah — The awos nv4n of one brother does not release
the Yevama from the Zikah of the other brothers.

The Gemara also cites wmnw, who according to the second
vws disagrees, and says;

The amoo nysn of one brother DOES release her from the
other brothers.

The Gemara here cites another ruling of Shmuel which
seems to contradict this ruling:

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The scenario is as follows:

There are three brothers 5 jynw pix.

' wnw were married to two sisters, axu am, and also, each
had another unrelated wife non nna. If a1 jwnw die, they all
fall for Yibum to Ruvain. He cannot be Meyabem any one
of them j;m, because

axa19m are each inpipr nink, and

nobr nna are each INJIIT NINK DN,

This would render Chalitzah with any one of them a avin
anos. However, as 'wx 11 later explains;

NNY> MY YT NPT RNYIR KT

Since they are only pam aiox, the Issur of inpipr nink ny is
weaker that the Issur of inpipr nink — which makes the
Chalitzah of the ninx less of a nyi0s nyun than the Chalitzah
of the nrnx, and Shmuel holds that we must always do
the better Chalitzah.

If he did the weaker Chalitzah with the sisters, axu 9nn,
their co-wives nom nnna are not released.

If he did the stronger Chalitzah with the co-wives, nnn
oy, the sisters, nxw 9m, ARE released.

Apparently, Shmuel holds that a aos n¥n is effective
only for the one who performed it?
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The Gemara reconciles Shmuel’s opinion as follows:

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There is a difference between the Yevamos and the
brothers:

A amoo nysn of one Yevamah does not release the other
Yevamos, but a n1i0s n¥an of one brother releases this
Yevamah from the other brothers.

Shmuel issued two similar rulings:

MY NNVO NI VAN NYAT YIN

VAN NV NV NIXY

If the Yavam gave a Gett to his Yevamah he can no
longer be Meyabem her pavm, but he must still give her
Chalitzah to release her from the Zikah. Therefore, her
Chalitzah is a n1109 nxn, and does not release her mx.
However, the Chalitzah of the mx releases the one who
received the Gett.

Similarly,
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If the Yavam gave his Yevamah a xn, and he then
decides not to be Meyabem her, he must give her
Chalitzah to release her from the Zikah, AND a Gett to
release her from the nxn, which is parm perrp.

Her Chalitzah is considered ai0o nyn, because without
the v, it does not release her completely. Therefore, it
does not release her mx. However, the Chalitzah of the
my, which releases her completely, also releases the one
who received the nxn from the Zikah. Of course, she
must still receive the va.
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The Gemara asks the following Shailah:

If he gave a va to one Yevamah, and a anxn to another
Yevamah, which one is the preferred one for Chalitzah?

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Is her Chalitzah stronger because with the Gett he
already began to severe their relationship?

Or, is the other one’s Chalitzah stronger because with the
anxn he had strengthened their relationship?

The Gemara proves from a Braisa

nvYvmnm'TmRDYnNn v

They are equal, and as Rashi writes;
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He can give Chalitzah to either one to release both of
them, because either Chalitzah would be equally
deficient.

The Gemara proceeds to another case in a similar
scenario:

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There are three brothers 5 jiynw .

Two sisters, axy 3m, were married to i ivne who
subsequently died, and they fell for Yibum to Ruvain. He
cannot be Meyabem any one of them jm, because they
are each i nink. He must do Chalitzah with each one,
because they are each coming from a different wa.

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He cannot be 02 any one of them 122170,
because they are each NPT MNX
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. Rav adds;

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If either Rochel or Leah dies before Ruvain did Chalit-
zah, he can be Meyabem the other, because she is no
longer inpipr nin.
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Obviously, » wne did not die at the same moment.
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Therefore, let’s say, for example, Shimon died first, and
Rochel became a Yevamah. At that time she was oina w1,
because she was not an mpipr ninx.
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Later, when Levi died and Leah also became Yevamah,
they both are o ~iox, because they are both now ninx
NPT,

If Leah, the second Yevamah, dies, Rochel becomes \nin

The Gemara questions both Rav Yochanan and Rav from
the Mishnah at the beginning of the Perek

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The Mishnah does not suggest giving Chalitzah to the
second one and being Meyabem the first one. Obviously,
the Mishnah holds that if a Yevamah became aa ~iox any
time, even a1 nywa x9w, she remains ~ox forever.
