Nevertheless, it’s \nin on Yom Tov, because of the
Halachah of qnn.

As the Pasuk states; 057 nwy' 1129 xin wo1 199 1981 WK X

One may perform nxxsm on Yom Tov wea ik 1wy, for the
purpose of eating.

And Chazal teach us - TIX7 X7 ' MNIN IXI MNINY Jinn
Once a Melachah is permitted on Yom Tov wea 'oix yuyy, it
is permitted even for matters not related to food prepara-
tion.

Therefore, we can apply this Halachah to nan:

The Gemara explains that we differentiate between n>m
and nnnw; and offers two ways of understanding this
Braisa:
