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Our daf began by returning to the Halachos of Chanukah,
with several Shailos.

The Shailo is based on the following reasoning. Do we say?

The Gemara concludes:

ARTIN2 PO PAAY R ORI, PN PR - one is not obligated to
say Al HaNissim in Bircas Hamazon, but if he wishes to do
s0, he should insert it in the Brachah of 75 771 - unlike

nx7 and X2 15y which are inserted in the Bracha of nina
obwrv. Rav Sheishis explains, Al Hanissim is a brachah of
ARTN - thanksgiving to Hashem.

Therefore -IRTINA PO N72 R ARTINA 7200 71 - 71910

Just as in Shemoneh Esray we say Al HaNissim in o7,
which is a Bracha of nX717, so too, in Bircas Hamazon it
should be recited in Nodeh Le’Chah, which is a Bracha of
ARTI.

The next Shailah;

Is there an obligation on Rosh Chodesh, to say X211 7% in
bentching?

The Gemara elaborates on the reasoning of this Shaila.

Do we say?

---A--- Although, we just learned that there is no obligation to
mention Chanukah in bentching - perhaps the reason is,
because it's 1312775, But Rosh Chodesh which is Xn» R,
does require X211 715y in Bircas HaMazon.

---B---On the other hand - perhaps X211 175 is said only on a
21 oy which is 7R n7wYa MOR - when work is forbidden.
Whereas, Rosh Chodesh which is 7ax5» n»wa 9, does not
require X211 15V,

The Gemara says, that this is actually a Machlokes.

In conclusion the Gemara brings a Baraisa taught by R’
Oshiah which explicitly states that one must say

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The Gemara goes on to the next Shailah;

Is there an obligation to say 0’11 5y in Mussaf of Shabbos
and Rosh Chodesh during Chanukah?

Here too, the Gemara explains the 2 @77% - the 2 sides of the
question. Do we say?

- A--- T RY PTTAqOM AT I -

Since Chanukah is a day that does not require 901 n>on, we
are not required to say 0315 in Mussaf.

OR

---B--- m»on nyaIxa 27nw Nin ov - Since it's a day that
requires four Shemoneh Esray Tefillos - 0’01 5y is required
in each tefillah of that day.

The Gemara says, that this too is a Machlokes.

After citing a ruling of 17, whose reasoning would support
the opinion that 0’0371 5p is not required in 90w nSon, the
Gemara concludes that the Halachah follows the second
view - that 031 %Y is required in 9o non, based on the
following ruling of "> 12 ywiy "

Naw S P I8 11 Soonm -

When 719°2 0y falls on Shabbos, one must mention Shabbos
during each Tefillah of that day, even during Ne'ilah -
because,

m>5N Y1IR2 270w R OY - itis a day that requires four
tefillos - and thus one must mention Shabbos in each of the
four tefillos of the day.

The same logic applies to Al HaNissim during Mussaf of
Shabbos or Rosh Chodesh. Since it is a day that requires 4
tefillos, Al HaNissim is required in each of the four tefillos of
the day.

However, the Gemara asks - Rna51x Rnabn Rwp -

This ruling is apparently contradicted by another accepted
ruling of X171 regarding the Tefillah of max 1 - which is an
abridged Chazaras HaShatz - recited by the shliach tzibur
every Friday night.

Ravaruled that when Yom Tov falls on Shabbos, there is no
need to mention Yom Tov in Maggen Avos, since Yom Tov
does not require the tefillah of Maggen Avos at all.

Now, the Gemara asks, why is this different from mentioning
Shabbos during Neilah on Y om Kippur which falls on
Shabbos? Shabbos does not require Neilah.

The Gemara answers that Maggen Avos was instituted only
because of danger - as the Sages didn’t want someone who
prolongs his tefillah to be left in alone in the deserted shul -
but there is really no obligation to recite Chazaras HaShatz
after Maariv. Therefore, the Sages did not require one to
mention Yom Tov in Maggen Avos. However, Ne'ilah is an
obligatory tefillah on Y om Kippur and therefore if it falls on
Shabbos, one must mention Shabbos during Ne'ilah.
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We now continue with the Mishnah.

210 02 7197W w1 PR PR -1t is forbidden to kindle a light
on Yom Tov with 199w 1w - oil of Terumah which is Tamei,
and must be burned.

The Gemara explains - the reason is; DV2 DWIP PONW PRYW 05
20 - It is forbidden to burn disqualified Korobonos on Yom
Tov. Rashi points out, that without a specific prohibition, we
would say the following. We know that making a fire on Yom
Tov was only permitted for w9152 - for the purpose of eating
food, but not for the purpose of disposing of something,.
However, burning 0,100 o'wp would be permitted based on
the rule ofinwyn K> IMT WY A positive commandment
supersedes a negative prohibition .

The nwy of 1017wnN WK1 - the mitzvah to burn leftover ow7p
supersedes the 18> of 79RO 53 MwYN RO,

Therefore, the Gemara cites three possible sources for a
specific prohibition:

---1--- 7ppin says that it is derived from the posuk, regarding
korbon Pesach, which states;

The second 912 7y - which is superfluous - teaches;

NOMWY 1w 31> I -

The leftover Pesach should not be burned on the first morning
- which is the morning of the fifteenth of Nissan, since it is
Yom Tov. Rather, one should wait until the second morning -
the morning of the sixteenth - which is chol HaMoed, to burn
any Nossar, because burning Nossar or other disqualified
kodashim is forbidden on Yom Tov.

Rashi explains that we now interpret the posuk as follows:
12 7Y 3 1 Pmn RS - You shall not leave over of its meat until
the morning of the fifteenth of Nissan, which is Yom Tov.
nop M - If some of it was left over;

191WN WR1 9712 7Y - On the second morning, you shall burn it.
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--2--- R derives it from a posuk regarding the Korban Mussaf of Shabbos which states:
Mawa naw N5 - the Mussaf of Shabbos is brought on Shabbos. Now - This is obvious. Therefore we must say that this posuk
teaches; 110 02 5N N5 R Nawa Hin 05w R, inawa naw now - The Shabbos Olah may be burned on Shabbos, but a weekday

Korbon - such as limbs of a Korbon that were brought Erev Shabbos or Erev Yom Tov, may not be burned in the evening once it's

Shabbos or Yom Tov. Therefore disqualified kodashim may certainly not be burned on Shabbos or Yom Tov.

---3--- N1 derives this law from the following Posuk:

w1935 HIR TR IX - Those Melachos that are needed for wo1 518 - for the purpose of eating food -035 7wy 1725 N - only that is

permitted on Yom Tov.
We deduce from the term 1725 8177 - which is superfluous - that

PYwon R R - only food preparation that could not have been performed prior to Yom Tov is permitted, but melachos that could
have just as well been performed before Y om Tov, may not be performed on Yom Tov.
We also derive from 1725 that i 5w n5» - a Bris that was delayed beyond the eighth day - may not be performed on Yom Tov.
As Rashi explains; We learn from here that a Mitzvah which is not 12 mn1 - it does not have a fixed time - it may be done after Yom
. Tov as well - is not 270 DY 77M7 - may not be done on Yom Tov.
So too, burning disqualified kodashim must be delayed until after Yom Tov.
