Some of the topics we will learn about today include:

An introduction to the laws of Shofar, including a discussion as
to the horns of which animals are Kosher for the Mitzva of
Shofar.

The Shofar used on a fast day, and the shofar used in the year of
Yovel, and the difference between these and the shofar used on
Rosh HaShana

Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

DWW NYPN

It is a Rn»IRT 7w M, and one of the focal points of Rosh
HaShanah, to sound the Shofar - the ram’s horn - during the day
of Rosh HaShana. This is learned from the pasuk 77 nvyan or
oob, as well as from the pasuk nv1an paos.

MNIIO VY MPVR PR

A prosecutor cannot become a defender. This refers to the fact
that shofar of a 19 - a cow - may not be used on Rosh HaShana,
as the 779 is a reminder of the %3v1 XM, which was a major
downfall for 587w 555, and as such, cannot be used as a tool to
arouse HaShem's kindness to defend Klal Yisrael.

The year after 7 Shemitah cycles of 7 years each is called the
Yovel year. At the start of the Yovel year, all Jewish slaves are
set free, and all properties that were sold since the previous
Yovel year are returned to their original owners. On Yom
Kippur of the Yovel Year, there is a Mitzvah for Beis Din to
blow Shofar to proclaim that the time has come to set free all
the slaves.

The Mishna in Taanis teaches that if Rosh Chodesh Kislev
arrives and there have not been any rains in Eretz Yisrael, fast
days are proclaimed. After these fasts pass without results,
further fasts are proclaimed, and added to the new fasts are
blasts of trumpets as the Torah states

to use for the Mitzvah of Shofar, with the exception of the horn
of'a cow, as the horn of a cow is called a 175 and not a 1ow.

Rebbe Yosse disagrees and says that the horns of all animals are
also called 17p.

However the Chachamim answer that the horns of all animals
are called both 17p and 991w, while the horn of a 79 is only called

Ulla offers another explanation for the opinion of the
Chachamim,

The Chachamim forbade the use of the horn of a 775 to be used
for 19w ny’pn on Rosh HaShana, because, since a 7790 is the
mother of an %, it would be a reminder of the %vn xom, which
would arouse the P71 n7» - the Attribute of Judgment - when
we are beseeching Hashem to treat us with the o»nan N - the
Attribute of Mercy.

The Kohen Gadol does not wear the Gold Vestments while

The Torah says 791, and not two or three Shofros - And a cow’s
horn appears like many Shofros, because it grows new layers
each year.

The Gemara continues;

Rebbe Yosse had taught in the Mishna that all horns are called
1, citing the Pasuk 52vn 17pa w3, and the word Hav is
referring to a Ram, as Rebbe Akiva related, that when he was
travelling in X27Y, he heard a ram being called X>2v.

The Gemara proceeds to mention many words whose definition
was not known to the Chachamim until they heard someone use
it in a sentence.

The next Mishnah describes various types of Shofros to be used
at different occasions:

Zugt the Mishna;
