Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

These are Korbanos that became unfit to be offered as a Korban,
because of a Mum (blemish), which developed in the animal.
These animals may be redeemed, but even after redeeming
them, it is still forbidden to work with them or to shear their
wool.

Because wipn» inxin, the redemption funds go to the Bais
HaMikdash, the Mishnah in Bechoros teaches that 5100
PwIPMN may be sold in the shuk, which would normally be
forbidden for Kodshim animals as this would be considered a
5151 to their Kedusha.

There are several actions that are forbidden on Shabbos and
Yom Tov as they are similar to weekday actions, and diminish
from the spirit of Shabbos and Yom Tov. Examples include
sharpening a knife on Yom Tov, or carrying heavy loads on
Shabbos and Yom Tov.

A no'nw knife in order to be kosher, must be completely smooth
and incredibly sharp. The knife must be checked thoroughly
before using it to insure that it fulfills the requirements of a
kosher knife.

One may cut a symbol into the meat on Yom Tov, or cut the
meat in a triangular shape as was the custom of Rabbah Bar Rav
Huna, as an identifying mark.

Rav Chiya and Rebbe Shimon, both sons of Rebbe Yehuda
HaNasi would weigh meat on Y om Tov using another piece of
meat against the first one.

The Gemara explains that while this does not seem to be
allowed even by R’ Yehuda of our Mishna, they were following
a third, more lenient opinion of ywip "3, who ruled;

Tov, as this is a 52 pp’n which is forbidden on Yom Tov

One may however rub one knife on another to sharpen it as this
is considered a 7 InRY3 717°n, which would be permissible on
Yom Tov.

Rav Huna qualifies the Mishna that only a stone sharpening
tool would be forbidden, however a wooden one would be
permitted, as this is not as efficient as stone, and therefore
would not be considered "3 7>’n on Yom Tov.

The gemara brings several variations of the teaching of n77 29
