A Chacham may nullify Nedarim on Shabbos only if it’s
needed for Shabbos. But he may NOT nullify Nedarim if
it is NOT needed for Shabbos, because, as the Ran
explains;

“I don’t want these Nedarim”

OR

“This is NOT a Neder”

His statement is NOT effective, and her Nedarim are
NOT nullified, because

mon must be a clear and explicit statement, and in the
above statements he is not actually being ~om. He’s merely
saying that he does not want the Nedarim.

If he makes anpn for her Nedarim, in which he states,
“You did well”

OR, “There is no one like you”

OR, “If you had NOT made the Neder, I would have
placed a Neder upon you.”

His statement IS effective, and her Nedarim ARE
validated, because, as the Ran explains based on the
Gemara later v'"y q1;
