A man who marries a woman is obligated to give her a
Kesubah.

The Kesubabh is split into two categories, 72112 9’y and
72ND NN

72115 9°Y is a sum of money which she receives if she is
divorced or becomes an minOR. A N1 is entitled to
onRw, Two Hundred Zuz, while a 73m5R is only entitled to
a i, One Hundred Zuz.

72105 RN, an addendum to the 7210, includes various
benefits which a wife receives from her husband. There
are also benefits which a husband receives from his wife.
These are discussed at length in Masechta Kesubos.

In today’s Daf we will be discussing three elements of
N2N2 RN

m9, is a benefit for both the husband and wife.

The husband receives M9, the profits of the wife’s 03
nom.

In return the wife receives the benefit of nnpao, that if she
is taken captive, her husband is obligated to redeem her at
all costs.

mmn, is a benefit for the Wife.

The husband must provide for mmm, the wife's
provisions. Even when he travels abroad and she borrows
for mm, he must repay the loan.

MR5Y, is a benefit for the Wife.

The husband is allowed usage of the wife's garments.
However if she is divorced, she receives her garments,
and MR, their remnants.
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So let's review

The Mishna previously mentioned women whose status
varies between their husbands and the Yavam.

Her eligibility to her
husband and the Yavam varies in three ways.
