However, he may also
redeem the 3w WY fruits with money and take the “wyn
7w money to Y erushalayim, where he will buy food to be
consumed there. The original fruits may be eaten in his
own city.

However, "1w 7w can only be redeemed with 7113 903,
minted coins, which are valid currency; but cannot be
redeemed with an >’OR, an un-minted coin.
