-1- X177 27 says that since the word o nn nod is read in its plural
form, it indicates two Mitzvos for which the palm branch is
used. One, taking the 2915 with the other three species - two, to
encircle the namn. The Tanna Kamma however holds that since
the word is written no>, without the Vav, in the singular form,
there is only one Mitzvah for the palm branches - that of taking
it with the other three species - and M2y are only used to place
around the nam.

The palm tree is symbolic of the Jewish people. Just like a palm
only has one heart - and Rashi says this refers to the sap which is
only in the trunk, not in the branches - so too, the Jewish people
have only one heart devoted to their Father in Heaven.
