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The Gemara continues its discussion about the significance
of various things one sees in a dream:

First the Gemara discusses prayer-related dreams:
For example:

One, who answers Amen Y'hei Sh'mei Rabbah in his dream
is assured that he will receive a portion in Olam Habbah.

One, who sees himself putting on Tefillin in his dreams
should anticipate attaining greatness, for this is alluded to in
the posuk regarding Tefillin:

IR PHY RIPI DWA DW *2 PIRTBY 9318 - All the people
ofthe earth will see that the name of Hashem is upon you and
they will be in awe of you.

Then the Gemara discusses the meaning of dreams in which
one finds himself being intimate with various forbidden
women. The Gemara explains, however, that such dreams
have significance only if he did not know them or was not
thinking of them before going to sleep.

The Gemara discusses dreams about various foods:

For example:

DHW IRY,DIPN2 DO RN -

One who sees wheat in his dream has seen a vision indicating
peace, for the posuk states; "0’ 250 "DOW” 7523 DV
v, which indicates, that Chittim, wheat is related to
Shalom, peace.

Dbna o> R - If one sees pomegranates in his dream, it
depends on their size:

mon - If they are small - X110 7pOY 79 - it means that his
business will be fruitful like a pomegranate,

1717 - if they are large - °27 X372 7pOY - it means that his
business will multiply like a pomegranate, for a pomegranate
has many seeds.

PO W0, D>N2 0N IR0 - If one sees dates in his dream
that indicates that ymny wn his sins have ended, as it states
1% N2 73 on - Oh daughter of Tzion, your sin has ended.

The Gemara tells of dreams that predict a rise to a position of
prestige:

For example:

12w WRI NI ,0AR5 01237 - one, who dreams of entering a
marsh, will become the head of the Yeshiva. And the Gemara
tells us that in fact Rav Pappa had such a dream and he
indeed became a Rosh Yeshiva!
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The Gemara tells about various Torah personalities and
Torah books that one sees in his dream. The Gemora lists
them in groups of three - where the first two, are signs of
positive things to come, and the third is cause for concern of
impending punishment.

For example:
D1 D251 TWHW 1327 10 - There are three kings, which means;
mTonb 193 obna M7 IR - one who sees Dovid HaMel-
ech in his dream should hope to acquire Chasidus - piety.
amonb 9%’ ,anbw - and if one sees Shlomo haMelech, he
should hope for wisdom.
MIYIDN P IRT ,ARNN - if one sees Achav, he should be
concerned of upcoming punishment for his sins.

The Gemora also mentions seeing various Tanaaim in one’s
dreams, some of whom also represent Chochmah and
Chasidus.

We have cited just a few examples of the many different
dreams discussed by the Gemara. The Gemara also tells us
about which animals, types of metals, fruits, vegetables,
colors and birds are beneficial visions and which are not.

The Gemara then leaves the topic of dreams and gives us
several lists of various topics:

For example:

oD T 0 PRI S 00303 wbw [ - There are three things
that although they enter the body, the body derives no
pleasure from them: They are: Cherries, inferior dates, and
unripe dates.

DA MM M, a5 D011 "PR” WYY - In contrast, there are
three things that do not enter the body, and the body, neverthe-
less, does have pleasure from them: They are, washing,
anointing and relieving one self.

The Gemara at the end of the daf returns to the Mishnah and
elaborates on the brachah that one makes upon seeing a place
ofidolatry that has been uprooted:

If one sees the Avoda Zarah of Markulis he makes a Bracha
about Hashem's patience with those who transgress His will.

IPRIND -

Ifhe sees a place from where an Avoda Zarah was uprooted,
he makes a Bracha that Hashem has uprooted Avoda Zarah
from our land. He continues with;

SRV IR D31 TPV 19 T DI TIRYIY DWII-

so too, shall other idols be uprooted from all places of Israel.

The Tanna Kamma of the Baraisa says that in Eretz Yisrael,
he should add at end of this brachah,

97205 072Y 2% 2w - and may You bring back the hearts of
those who served idols, to serve Y ou. As Rashi explains, this
refers to Jews who unfortunately have strayed and
worshiped idols.

However, outside of Eretz Yisrael, we do not say this phrase,
02513 729 1217w 190 - the idol worshipers are assumed to be
non-Jews, and there is no need to pray for non-Jewish idol
worshipers.

R’ Shimon ben Elazar, however, argues that this phrase
should be said even in Chutz La’aretz,

geirim- converts, at the time of Moshiach.
