Second, XmavH M2 IPWHI TWIIRT -

not make things susceptible to nxmw either.

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Third, v 7pn NN IWIIRT -

Even though it did not come into contact with any liquid, it
became susceptible to nxmw simply by virtue of its impor-
tance as W meat.

This cannot be correct because wpn N2'n only enables the
wTp itself to become X»Y, but not to transmit IRV to other
things, and we assume that the meat that became xnv from
the needle can make other things xnv as well.

We are speaking of a case where the owner of the j27p
brought it through a river, and it was still moist at the time of
nonw.

As Rashi explains, presumably the animal drank water while
being led through it, making the excrement loose, rendering
it a npwn.

The excrement is very thick and cannot be considered a
npwn to be Xnvr the Twa.

The Mishnah is teaching that the y7w, an NN IR, makes
the Mn a pwRA, which makes the bread a yw.

The Gemara now returns to the discussion of burning nman
that is ynn.

Again the X3 answers that the mw» in mman reflects

Third - how can we reconcile the above-mentioned mwn in
MmN where Ywin '27 does not allow being 50 nmn RV
directly, with another mw» in m»n - which we already
learned on 10 97 - that says that if 790 wine is dripping into
P> wine you can catch it in a R»v utensil in order to save the
Poin from becoming ruined by the in - apparently
allowing us to be X»on the N directly?

The xm) answers that we only allow a person to be Xpon the
nmn directly when it will be a 721 7000, like the P90 wine
that will get ruined.
