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Our daf began by referring to that which we learned in the
Mishnah on dafa"y 75 -

The Gemara there gave 4 reasons why it is TOR.

The Gemara points out; *»7 oW M2 R TNORT RI7 20 OV -
All those reasons apply to 210 0» only, but during the week it
is permissible to benefit from the light and heat while
burning xnY MmN, The Gemara cites several o'p1oo from
which we can derive this 97

On the one hand, the 1m 5p teaches a X1 - that whatever
is more 7N than 3w WYH is NI MOR.

Towards the end of the daf the Gemara returns to the subject
to Shabbos lights and cites a Baraisa;

One may not kindle the Shabbos lights with balsam. The
Gemara explains;

1301 POND RHPW V1 90 PN -

Since balsam has a very pleasant odor, there is concern that
one might remove some oil from the burning lamp on
Shabbos for personal use- and this would be a desecration of
Shabbos, for removing oil from a burning lamp diminishes
the flame and is therefore considered an act of 72o» -
extinguishing a fire.

The Gemara adds that there is actually another reason not to
use balsam oil altogether, even during the week.

9V NITW 191 - Because it causes the flame to shoot up, and can
cause a fire.
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
