The Gemara continues explaining the Mishnah:
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There were no days as festive for K’'lal Yisroel as the 15th of Av
and Yom Kippur.

The Gemara explains Yom Kippur is a festive day
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Because it is a day of forgiveness and pardon, as Hashem
forgave the n xom, as the Posuk says 772730150 1 K -
And on this day the second set of tablets were given.

The Gemara then proceeds to give 6 reasons why the 15th of Av
is a festive day:
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The Torah said;

“On the day of his wedding* is a reference to the day the Torah
was given to K'lal Yisroel, which symbolizes the marriage, so to
speak - the special relationship of Hashem and Klal Yisroel.
P TIIN NIV VTP A PIAMN 115 NN or2), “and on the day
of his heart’s joy* is a reference to the building of the Beis
Hamikdash, may it be built speedily in our days!

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The Gemara concludes with an Aggadic teaching about the
spiritual relationship between Hashem and the Tzaddikim of
Israel.
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In the future, HaKodosh Boruch Hu will make a circle for the
righteous, and He will sit among them in Gan Eiden. Each one
will point with his finger to Hashem,
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As the Posuk says, “He will say on that day, ‘Behold! This is our
Almighty. We hoped to Him and He saved us. This is Hashem
to Whom we hoped. Let us rejoice and be glad in His
salvation.”
