Rav Avyeh explained his asking these questions, because he
thought, perhaps just like we do not pasken like the niwn
with regard to setting a broken bone, we also do not pasken
like our mwn’s prohibition to massage a dislocated hand or
foot in cold water.

If the price of wheat goes up between
the time the bread was borrowed and the time it was paid
back, the returned loaf is worth more money.
