While the חכמים hold that he may do so, and this is 
considered a virtuous act;

The others will also sell for less, which will cause the 
market price to go down.

 says a storekeeper may not separate the inferior אבא שאול
grits from the nice ones, because as Rashi explains
שמתוך שנראות יפות הוא מעלה על דמיהם  הרבה
Since they appear to be superior he charges far more than 
they are actually worth.
While the חכמים hold that one is permitted to do so, 
because they follow the opinion of רב אחא who is
מתיר בדבר הנראה
He permits an obvious change, because the buyer knows 
to assess their true value.
However, all agree
 שלא יבור מעל פי מגורה
שאינו אלא כגונב את העין
He may not separate only the top layer of grits, and leave 
the inferior ones underneath, because his intentions are 
merely to fool others
