Some of the key topics and concepts that we will learn about
include:

WY N

After a crop is harvested, Terumah is separated from the
produce and given to the Kohen. Afterwards, one tenth of the
remaining produce is designated pwx3 ywyn and givento a
Levi. The Levi, in turn, separates one tenth of his poxd 7wy,
which is qwyn nmn, and gives it to a Kohen.

The produce is considered 53v and is forbidden to be eaten, until
both mmn have been separated from the produce.

According to the Torah, a person is required to take nmn and
nwYn from his grain only if he harvests it in a normal fashion.
This includes removing the chaff in the field, and making the
grain into piles, called 70 m'», and bringing the produce
through the front door of the house. If all these steps are
performed, the produced is considered "wyn5 vapi, and
thereafter one must separate mman and mwyn off the crops.
The gemara will discuss the Halachah of one who brings it in
while still in the stalks.

The pasuk in the Torah states 12 WX 793737 JWITH 7337 ORI
19100 7383, From here we learn out that mm17n is separated from
137, produce that has been processed fully.

Terumah takes effect even if it is not physically separated from
the rest of the produce. One may label a specific part of the
produce, or designate a portion of the produce that will be
specified later, through the concept of 7772, According to
Tosfos, this may even be done in one’s mind, and not even
expressed verbally.

The gemara further learns out from the pasuk 0d5 2wnn
oonin, that Teruma is separated 72wnn3, which means T21R3,
which means that Terumah is separated by estimation, and not
by measuring or weighing the produce accurately.

The Torah only prohibited actions that were considered nwy»

The Gemara also teaches that we know the Halachah to be that
7972 IN can be separated TmINA - by estimation.

Rebbe Elazar adds that the same criteria determine liability for
9712 on Shabbos.

As Rashi explains: if one cracks them one by one that is
considered 17598 777, and is not considered 7M1 on Shabbos -
whereas if he fans a bunch of kernels together, that is not
considered 752X 777 - and he would be 271 for 7m2 on Shabbos -

The Gemara explains, that in the previous case of 0> 110 95p
17 one who peels the kernels in a bunch is 271 in mAwYH, but it is
permissible on Shabbos, because nmn 77OR NawWNH NIRHD. As
Rashi explains, the Torah only prohibited actions that were
considered NimR 7WYH, an action similar to what a craftsman
would perform, and peeling kernels by hand is not considered
mawnn» NIR, and is therefore permissible on Shabbos. But o3
10 0> 101 is considered nawnm noRH.
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Finally, the Gemara details the proper procedure for rubbing
kernels in a permissible way on Yom Tov.
