When the time came for each wn to go up to Yerushalayim,
the Kohanim and Leviim of that 9nw» would go up to Yerusha-
layim, and the Yisroelim of that 9w would assemble in their
own towns, and read Pessukim from nwxa nwwn.

In the mTnYD, it depends; on most weekdays there is no j27p
qow, therefore, only 3 m>on. On Rosh Chodesh, there is a j27p
qomn, hence 4 m>on.

On the fast days, generally there are only 3 m>on. However - as
we learned in the second Perek - if one of the middle fast days
came out on Rosh Chodesh, we do fast - and there would be 4
m>on.

We must point out that this is only in X7’ yIR where they
always recite 0310 no72 at Shacharis and Mussaf, but in yR5 yin
where we always recite 03710 n372 only at Mussaf, we do so on
Yom Kippur as well.
