One of the methods employed by Chazal to determine
Halachah from the Pesukim of the Torah is a Hekesh. A
Hekesh compares two subjects that are mentioned together in a
Pasuk and learns Halachos from one to the other. A Hekeshisa
very strong type of Limud, and the Hekesh confers all halachic
properties from one subject to the other, as the Gemara teaches
nxnnb wpn PR. A Hekesh also is not refutable by logical
questions, as are other Limudim, as the gemara teaches further

A mw 77 is one of the o2 NwITI MNAW MTH 3, where laws are
conferred from one item to another based on similar words
mentioned in two different places in the Torah. The Gemara
teaches that one may not learn a 1279 7715 19 DR ROR W A7V,
unless he received this from his Rebbe.

There are three different sounds that make up the mitzva of
291w nY’pn on Rosh HaShana, namely nyn 02w ny'pn. As the
gemara is po01 as to the proper sound of the 19w, whether it is a
D12v, three longer sounds, or 7170, nine shorter sounds, we
blow each type on Rosh HaShana, as well as the ny1in 0w
together. The Gemara learns out further, that each 02w or
7170 is sandwiched between a ny’pn before and ny’pn
afterwards, to make up the complete set of shofar blasts that we
are )i today.
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So let's review.....

Our Shiur begins with the Braisa at the end of Amud Bais of the
previous Daf, which cites three Psukim regarding 19w ny'pn -
one by 5av, and two by mwn wxA.

However, since the Pesukim by Rosh Hashanah only use the
word ny1n, but do not mention the word 1910, the Braisa asks;

How do we know that the 7171 of Rosh HaShanah must be
sounded by a Shofar?

Therefore, the Braisa first cites the Posuk of Yovel in Parshas
Behar:

Therefore, all these Halachos apply to Rosh Hashanah as well,

The Gemara brings another opinion that the laws of Shofar are
learned from a mw 771 from the maxizn in the Midbar, which
were sounded regularly as Bnai Yisrael traveled in the Midbar,
as the pesukim in parshas BeHaaloscha state:

If someone stretched out the second > of one set to include
the first "y’pn of the next set, it is considered as only one 7’ pn.

The Gemara continues:

Rebbe Yochanan teaches that one may hear the 9 requisite
Shofar blasts stretching over a period of the entire day, one each
hour, and still fulfill the Mitzva of Shofar.

Even if each one of the nine sounds was sounded by a different
person.

If in the middle of saying Hallel or reading the Megilla, one
waited as long as it takes to finish the Hallel or Megilla, he must
start again from the beginning. This seems to contradict his
statement regarding hearing Shofar over the course of an entire
day?

The Gemara resolves this by saying that while he repeated this
in the name of his Rebbe, he himself disagreed.

If one Davened Mussaf but did not have a Shofar, and
subsequently he acquired a Shofar, he may still blow all 3 sets
after the Mussaf service

This implies that if one has a shofar earlier he must blow
together with the Brachos of the Tefilla.

The gemara relates an incident to support this:

SRW 72 8O0 17 told his attendant that he would signal to him
when he finished each Brachah, and he should then blow the
Shofar at that point.

Rava clarifies that this is true only 7» 92n3, where people are
Davening together in a 12’3, however an individual who
Davens by himself, should first finish the Brachos and then
blow the shofar for all three sets.
