The Korban HaOmer is a barley offering that is brought on the
second day of Pesach. The 16th of Nissan is also known as o»
q17, because the offering is waved in all directions.

Any grain that took root after this Korban is brought, may not
be eaten until the Korban HaOmer of the following year is
offered in the Bais HaMikdash.

The ornbn nw refers to two loaves of fine wheat which were
brought as a public Korban together with two lambs, every
Shavuos
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o1 POl is a ceremony which takes place on Sukkos in the Bais
HaMikdash.

Three lugim (approx. 1.5 liter) of water are drawn from the
Shiloach spring, and brought to the Azarah amidst a joyous
procession, where it is poured into one the corners of the
mizbaich from a golden flask. This takes place every morning
of Sukkos at the time of the 7»n 1297 and it is a *»on 7wPS 7250
