When a Mussaf Korban is brought, there is no 7ny» at Mussaf,
Minchah, and even at Neilah. Rashi explains that the least
amount of animals in a Korban Mussafis two, which creates
additional work for the Kohanim, and also for the o>x7w’ who
would bring wood and water.

The Gemara cites another opinion that of "oy »17, that the
Korban Mussaf suspends only the Toy» of Mussaf, and there is
a 7pY» at Minchah and N'eilah.

The Gemara explains that on Rosh Chodesh Nissan there WAS
a oY at Shacharis, even though it also has these three things,

Because there is a difference between the Hallel of Chanukah,
which is a 2rm, an obligation, and therefore overrides the Toy» -
and the Hallel of Rosh Chodesh, which is merely a xnin, a
custom, and therefore does not override the 7ov».
