In the Jewish calendar the previous day ends, and the next
day begins, at nightfall. Therefore, py»w '27 holds that a
worker who works a few hours during the day must be
paid that day, by nightfall, when the day of his employ-
ment ends.

However, one who works a few hours during the night can
be paid that night and the following day until nightfall,
because that is when the day of his employment ends.
This is also the opinion of Sxw.
