One of the methods employed by Chazal when determining
Halachah from the Pesukim of the Torah is a Hekesh. A
Hekesh compares two subjects that are mentioned together in a
Pasuk and we learn Halachos from one to the other. A Hekesh is
avery strong type of Limud, and the Hekesh confers all
halachic properties from one subject to the other, as the Gemara
teaches nxmn> wp'n PR. A Hekesh also is not refutable by logical
. questions, as are other Limudim, as the gemara later teaches
VPP OY WL PR.
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When a Kohen is 5apn the 07 of a Korban, he does so in one 53,
and from this *>> he sprinkles the blood onto the Mizbaich.

The gemara now teaches that when the 8177 of the blood of the

If the blood of the two did not get mixed together, but rather the
bowls of blood became mixed and the Kohen cannot identify
which is which,

He sprinkles 3 sets - 1 from one bowl, one from the second bowl,
and again from the first bowl. This way he is guaranteed to have
sprinkled the 191 b7 before the vwn 07, at least once. If the first
bowl was 791 07, and the second 7ywn 07, he was X3y with the
first and second set. If the first was vwi b7 and the second o7
797, than the third sprinkling is again the vwi 07 and he was
Rxp with the second and third set.
