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A Jewish maidservant was entitled to redeem herself from
her master. The total amount of her purchase price was
divided by the amount of years she must work, and the
number of years already served was deducted from her D

redemption price. The Gemara compares this Halachah to

amaster’s prerogative to marry his maidservant with the
money of his original purchase. The sale of a maidservant
must always include this possibility, and this precludes a
close relative, who cannot marry her, from purchasing
her. Similarly, the sale must always allow for qos py-.
