The Torah tells us to follow the rulings and enactments
of the Chachamim, and any nivn they establish takes on
an aspect of a Torah obligation.

wypnx nnixny- It is set aside for the nivn. An object desig-
nated as a nixn becomes forbidden to use in a mundane
way as long as the object retains its status as a nin.
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So let's review...

The Gemara continues the discussion from the previous
Daf regarding Lulav and Sukkah, whether we make a
Brachah every day, or only on the first day.

The Gemara cites two Braisos — one, regarding Lulav,
and one, regarding Sukkah:

First - in what Lulav and Sukkah have in common:

When one prepares the Mitzvah before Yom Tov — when
he binds the Lulav, or builds the Sukkah - he says the
Brachah of nnnw.

When he actually performs the Mitzvah on Yom Tov —
when he takes the Lulav, or enters the Sukkah — he says
the nixnn noma — the Brachah of the respective Mitzvah.
At the end of the Sugya, the Gemara concludes that we
make both Brachos the first time we fulfil the nixn — as
we do today.

However, regarding our discussion, Lulav and Sukkah
differ:

Therefore, we only
make a mm on the 2wy on the first day when it’s xnuxm,
and not on the other days when it’s only jjam - a Rabbinic
requirement - and pnrr a1 anx man 12 12 mn holds that we do
not make a Brachah on a a1 nivn.

Rebbe says that you make a mm each time you take
them off and put them back on during the day. The
say you only make one n»a in the morning, and even if
you take them off and put them back on, you don’t say
another ma.

So too, regarding Sukkah, The Braisa holds like the i,
and pnr 1 holds like mn.

The explanation is:

The a1 hold that since it is one continuous obligation,
we make only one Bracha at the beginning of the arn.
However, it must be pointed out that jven is indeed one
arn all day long, but each day is a separate arn, because
["ron par k9 n — and therefore, omm nivy 090 — the night
separates the days. However, Sukkah is one continuous
arn all seven days, because one must eat and sleep in the
Sukkah at night as well — and therefore, amm nia's posn x3
— the nights do not separate the days.

Rebbe, however, holds that although the arn is continu-
ous, but removing the pyon is a poon — an interruption,
and when putting them on again, it is a new Mitzvah,
which requires another Brachah. Similarly, leaving the
Sukkabh is a poon, requiring a new Bracha when
re-entering.

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The xna next discusses when a nsio and annx can be used
for non-Mitzvah purposes:

The annx is ~iox for non-Mitzvah use on the seventh day
because wxpnx xni f, it was set aside for the nivn for the
entire day. However, it is permitted on the eighth day.
miox '1mwa ox mio, The moio is ~iox even on the eighth day.
vt wn said an annx is even permitted on the seventh day
once it has been used to do the nixn, because wypnx nnivny, it
was only set aside for the mn. Once the nixn has been
done, it is no longer set aside, and can be used.
