independently. However, since each one has a different
reason, we don't say that those are the cause for their y7,
rather we say that the mwn 73, the shared reason that they
both have is the cause for their y7. Therefore, any other
case that has that shared reason can be derived from those
two cases, even if it doesn’t have either of their unique
reasons, unless we find a X>7 to differentiate between
the new Halachah and the other two.
