For now, we will view the lung as it hangs from the nap,
looking at the upper side of the lung which is toward the
back of the animal:

The two MmN are positioned side by side on the lower part
of the lung where the chest cavity has already widened,
allowing them more room to expand.

While the five mnX are on the upper part of the lung, three
on the right side, and two on the left side, and are
compressed into the beginning of the chest cavity, which is
known as NTNin X, the narrower part of chest.
