A Petzua Daka is 5npa a3 iox, he’s prohibited to
marry a Bas Yisroel — and if he marries her she
becomes a n1in.

Perhaps Rabbis Elazar and Shimon were lenient in
the case of our Mishnah, regarding 5 >y nin'x,
because he can empower a legitimate wife to eat
Terumah - therefore, even in a case of a forbidden
wife, if he did not perform axa, he empowers her to
eat until nxn.

He can never empower his wife to eat Terumabh,
since he is prohibited to marry any legitimate wife.
Therefore, although he has not performed axa, he
still cannot empower her to eat Trumah.
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A Petzua Daka is Dnp2 N2 DN, he’s
prohibited to marry a Bas Yisroel and if
he marries her she becomes anbbn

In this case, she only received Kiddushin.
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The Gemara answers by citing two situations in
which a %7 yivo empowers someone to eat Terumah.

In a case where he only became a %1 yivo after they
were already married, his wife continues to eat
Trumabh, provided there were no further nxa’s.
Therefore, in our case where he only gave Kiddu-
shin, he also can empower his wife to eat Trumah.

Since a o7 vivo Kohen empowers his servants to eat
Terumabh, he can also empower his wife to eat
Trumah.

A Kohen may marry a oma na only if her mother
was born to Jewish parents. And the question is to
what degree is she enhanced by having a Jewish
mother?
