The Gemara then brings a story about how Rav Sheishis
who, despite being blind, went to witness a king’s procession
and recite the above mentioned bracha.

A Tzaduki mocked Rav Sheishis, asking him how he
expected to know when to recite the bracha, since he was
blind. Rav Sheishis, however, demonstrated that he could
figure out when the king was passing by, based on his
hearing. When the crowd became silent, Rav Sheishis knew
the king was passing by, and he recited the bracha. He based
this on the posuk in a prophecy of Eliyahu HaNavi wxi 9nN)
P77 9P - and after the fire came a still, thin sound.

The Gemara then tells of a story where R’ Shila got into
trouble with the king because he administered corporal
punishment without permission from the government.
While the court was looking into his case, R’ Shila began
saying the posuk i nmam 1570 owi 72’ which speaks of
great praise for Hashem, and he explained to the officers that
he was blessing Hashem for establishing royalty on earth
that reflects royalty of Heaven.

Seeing how much R’ Shila respected the king, they presented
him with a rod, a symbol of authority for him to administer
justice as he sees fit.
