A person must understand that the study of Torah is a means to
help a person enhance his Yiras Shamaim and his connection to
HaShem. The main goal is to be close to HaShem and to
improve one’s Midos and Yiras Shamaim. One’s Torah Study
should be constantly supporting this greater goal.

Betzalel fashioned the aron out of three separate pieces: a
wooden box, which was sandwiched in between two golden
boxes.

The wooden box was 9 ooV high as specified in the Torah;

The inner gold box was 8 o'nov high. It covered the entire inside
ofthe wood box, when we account for the thickness of the
bottom of both boxes.

The outer gold box was 10 0'nov plus. It covered the 9 o'nov of
the wood box, with 1 nov to cover the edge of the nmo5 after it
was laid in. The ynwn was to account for the thickness of its
bottom.

On the outside was a 7, a decoration which functioned as a type
of crown for the px.

There were 3 such crowns:

The Crown of the Mizbaich, which is symbolic of Kehuna, was
taken for posterity by Aharon HaKohen and his descendants.
-2- DO NI AN oW HW -

The Crown of the Shulchan, which is symbolic of Malchus, was
taken for posterity by Dovid HaMelech and his descendants.
-3- R R AR A1 99 R I Ty IR YW

The crown of the Aron, which is symbolic of the Torah, is free
for the taking for anyone who wants the zechus, and makes the
effort to acquire this precious crown.

The gemara now brings several teachings related to Torah
study and Talmidei Chachamim.

Rav Yochanan teaches, that as the pasuk by the aron first says,
PV 7R 75wt - And you shall make the aron - and
subsequently says

we learn

A city is obligated to provide financial support to the Talmidei
Chachamim so that they may be able to continue their Torah
study.

From the pasuk 1930y n°an - That the Aron must be
covered in gold on the outside and on the inside, Rava learns
that

A true Talmid Chacham is only one who is full of Yiras
Shamayim inside, to match the Torah Study, which is apparent
to all on the outside.

Which alludes to those
