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Regarding this issue of labels preventing confusion the Gemara
cites the Mishnah in ©5pw noom:

There were thirteen collection boxes in the Bais HaMikdash for
various purposes, including certain Korbonos which would
later be brought by the Kohanim for the sake of whoever the
owner is.

However, Rebbe Yehuda says that these were only for 72713 -
voluntary Korbonos, but not for 721135 - obligatory Korbonos.
Apparently, R’ Yehuda agrees that we can rely on the labeling
to prevent confusion regarding n273°»p and other purposes.

However, the Gemara explains, the reason he says that there
were no boxes for 7210 °»p is because the 721 ') consist of a
pair of birds which are nxon> TAR1 715 1R, and if one of the
owners who deposited money into this box was to die the entire
box would be invalidated, because there is money of a nXon
751 1w mixed in there, which may not be brought.

Although, one could conceivably remove 4 i, the price of a
pair of birds, and discard them, applying them to the donation of
the deceased donor, thus solving the problem - However, Rebbe
Y ehuda does not subscribe to this, as he holds 7772 X, one
cannot retroactively assign funds to someone, where the funds
were already previously given.
