Unless otherwise indicated, when expounding Pesukim,
we generally assume that a Halachah taught regarding
one topic is compared to both the previous and to the
following subjects in the Pasuk. Accordingly, a slave
redeemed by either relatives or anyone else should go
free, just like m3Y NN,
