It doesn’t matter how much he spent and how much he
benefitted, he’s not entitled to any payment and neither is
his wife - rather she just takes the 151 "1 as is. This is the
arrangement, that the husband maintains the properties,
and in exchange receives the benefits.

The mwn taught that in this case she takes her field and the
husband does not receive anything. However, do the poix
have a claim against the wife to be compensated for their
work?

It depends:

If the husband is himself an ©98, they do NOT get paid,
because she did not need them, since her husband would
have done the work.

If the husband is not an ©78, they DO get paid, just like
they would get paid even if they did the work without
being asked; as the Gemara in XY*¥» X121 n>on teaches:

The issue is that the 02’ inherits all of his brother’s
possessions and he only has to pay the 72102 of the 2
from those possessions and not from his own. The
Chachamim wanted to ensure that those possessions pays the N2>
remain easily available for the 72105 of the 2. There-
fore, the b2’ is not allowed to sell these possessions.

To ensure that the possessions
remain available for the N2>,
the D2 is NOT allowed to sell them
