The term y»n 1 2 usually refers to the Mitzvah of yn’awn - to
’ remove and destroy any y»n in our possession before Pesach.

However, here the Gemara uses it to refer to the Wo'r of Ix7 52

- having y»n in our possession on Pesach, which also onligates
us to get rid of all y»n before Pesach.
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The pasuk in the Torah states

From here we learn that a kosher fowl or non-domesticated
animal, which is slaughtered, must have its blood covered by
earth, or any other similar substance.

If the majority of the egg emerged from the chicken before
Yom Tov, it is considered to have been laid, and even if it
returns inside the chicken, and is then laid again on Yom Tov, it
is permitted on Yom Tov.

Some explain Rav to mean

I3 A2 NRY DY 1372

Which does not agree with R’ Yochanan -

Rav holds that only if the egg emerged completely before Yom
Tov, is it considered laid and permitted on Yom Tov - Buta
partial emergence - even a majority - is not considered to have
been laid before Yom Tov. Therefore, when it is laid on Yom
Tov, it's considered a v"va 1791w 7%1 - and it's forbidden.

The Gemara returns to one of the Braisos taught in the previous
Daf:

Fully completed eggs found in a chicken, may be eaten with
milk, as they are not considered part of the chicken.

Rav Yaakov teaches that if the eggs were connected with
sinews to the chicken, they are still considered part of the
chicken, and forbidden to be eaten with milk.

The Gemara brings a Braisa to challenge the opinion of Rav
Yaakov

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The Gemara answers that Rav Yaakov differentiates between
MoR and IRMIV:

Rashi explains: Reb Yakov agrees that the cluster of eggs is not
7w3, and therefore, regarding 7170 91 N33, one who eats it is
Tahor. However, regarding the 70'R of 2513 9w3, it is 7ON
131297, because it might be confused with the Jwa.

The Gemara proceeds with a related Braisa:

Species which mate only during the day give birth only during
the day - For example,

n5wan - a chicken. And the ramification would be if on Erev
Yom Tov we checked towards evening and did not find an egg,
and on Yom Tov morning before daybreak we see an egg, we
can be sure that the egg was not laid at night, but rather before
nightfall, before Yom Tov, and we simply did not see it when
checking, and therefore the egg would be permissible on Yom
Tov.

However, this is limited to
1772 70t XK1 - Fertilized eggs, which result from mating, but
RYIRD K100 - Non-fertilized eggs are sometimes laid at night.

The Gemara first explains that the reasoning of Bais Shamai is
based on the Posuk;

If the 0w for 8w and y»n were the same, the Pasuk did not
need to specify IR, since we would understand from a 5p
Jmm, that if ypn is m°152 270, then 7IRXW, which is intense y»n,
certainly would be n°15127n as well. And so, if the Pasuk
specified WRw separately, it is to designate a separate 1w for
MNRY,

Bais Hillel, however, explains the necessity for mentioning
both ynn AND xw:

We might think that there is an 7X7 52 70'R only for WRw,
because it's Twp 1N - intense y»n, but not for regular ynn,
which is 7w 13mN PR - OR -

We might think that there is an X7 52 370°K only for ynn,
because it is 708> X7 - fit to eat, but not for TIRw, which is pr

Therefore, the Torah needs to specify them both to teach the

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The Gemara now goes on to explain the third Machlokes in
theMishnah at the beginning of the Perek:

If someone slaughtered fowl or a ’m, a non-domesticated
animal on Yom Tov, both of which are 2°n in 077103, that the
blood of the slaughter must be covered with earth.

Bais Shamai holds that one may dig up earth to use for o770,

Whereas Bais Hillel holds that one should not slaughter a fowl
or aynunless one has the earth prepared from before Yom Tov

Rabbah explains that while the word vmwn usually implies
7273, only after he has performed the no'nw, here it is referring
to the following situation:

Rav Yosef modifies the opinion of Bais Shamai slightly as
being;

First dig up the earth and then perform the 7o' nw.

Rav Yosef explains that both he and Rabbah agree
5UNY J9D1 TONY IO IMPW IR UMWY
That earth must be placed under the blood as well as over it.

However, Rabbah holds that on Yom Tov, only if he already has
earth below, do we allow him to Shecht, and then dig for
additional earth to cover the 07, because, there is an additional
concern that if we first dig the earth, one might reconsider and
not perform 7v'nw after all, and the digging on Yom Tov will
have been for naught.

Rav Yosefallows it, for if we do not allow him to dig before the
onw, he won't Shecht the animal at all, and he will not
properly enjoy Simchas Yom Tov.

Both Bais Hillel and Bais Shamai agree that if one already
performed Shechita on Yom Tov on a °n or an 9y, that they
may dig up earth with a spade and cover the blood.

He may dig up the earth only in a case where a spade was
already lodged in the earth - AND - mmon 9ov1 - the earth is a
loose type of earth, which would not necessitate digging and
crushing on Yom Tov, thereby eliminating the max» of
wIn - plowing - and Mo - grinding.
