Each thread of the V12X consisted of 24 strands. How? The viar
was made of 4 materials - 3 types of wool, blue, purple and red
wool, and linen - and as mentioned earlier, each thread of ¢
strands, for a total of 24 strands. So too, the threads of the o3
must consist of a total of 24 strands. However, since the o3
were made of only the 3 types of wool, the 24 must be divided by
3, resulting in 8 strands per thread.
