The Gemara in the previous Daf mentions a contradiction: In
our Mishnah it states

does not receive 12w if he only refrains from an Averiah.
However, the Braisa states

does receive 12w as if he fulfilled a Mitzvah?

The Gemara answers
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The Braisa refers to a person who had before him an
opportunity to do an Averiah, but overcame his ¥y 1x* and
refrained from the Averiah. He does receive 12w even
though there was no active Mitzvah, because as Rashi
explains

The Gemara cites a Braisa that discusses several distinctions
between Mmxn and ny.
