The month of Iyar has an advantage over 

all the other months of the year, with 

this that every day of the month is 

connected with a mitzvah- the mitzvah of 

counting the Omer. 

In the month of Nissan only the 2nd half 

of the month is connected with the 

counting: in the month of Sivan only the 

beginning is connected with [the] 

counting, but in [the] month of Iyar all 

the days of the month are connected 

with it. 

Even though [that] the majority of the 

month of Tishrei, and the whole month 

of Nissan we do not say Tachnun 

[supplication prayers], and on the month 

of Nissan [it is] stated “This month is the 

head of months to you”, The Shelah [the 

author of Shnei Luchos HaBris] explains 

that every day in Nissan is on the level of 

rosh chodesh [the first of the month], 

but the advantage of the days of Tishrei 

and Nissan is not connected with the 

service of man. This is an advantage on 

its own [without there needing to be an 

external benefit such as counting the 

Omer]. But the days of the month of Iyar 

have the benefit that is connected with 

the service of man- the commandment of 

counting the Omer. 

The connection of the days of the counting, 

to the mitzvah of the counting is more than 

the connection of other times to the 

mitzvah that is in them. In other times the 

mitzvah does not have to do with the day 

itself, as by [the] mitzvah of eating matzoh 

on Passover, that the mitzvah is a separate 

concept from the time itself that is the 15th 

of Nissan [it is] nothing more than [the fact 

that] the obligation of the mitzvah [falls 

out] on that day, but counting the Omer 

 is the mitzvah to count the day, day, day, day, that 

time. The benefit of the month of Iyar is 

that every day itself itself itself itself is connected with a 

mitzvah.   

2) The Mitzvah of counting the Omer is 

relevant to every day, besides this, the 

count every day is related to all the days 

of the counting. To the previous days and 

the later [coming] days, until this is also 

relevant to the general preparations to 

the receiving of The Torah.  

And this specific benefit is in all the 

counting days equally [because all the 

days are connected with the mitzvah].  

I.e.: in the month of Iyar there is a 

concept that because of him [the 

concept] all the days of the month are 

equal. 

3) In general in the months of the year 

there is a difference from the beginning 

of the month and the end of the month. 

In Pardes [a Kabalistic book] it states that 

the 12 months of the year are parallel to 

the 12 combinations of Hashem. In the 

name of G-d there are 4 letters and in 

every month there are 4 weeks (and the 

additional days become nullified to the 4 

weeks)…  

From this it is understood, that as in the 

name of Hashem there is a benefit of 1 

letter over the second, and in general

- from Yud-Kay also Vav-Kay, in the first 

combination- the name is in the normal 

combination, the first half over the 2nd 

half and all the [other] combinations- As 

is also a benefit of 1 week over the other, 

and in general- the first 2 weeks are 

higher than the later ones. 

That because of the mentioned difference 

[between the first 2 weeks and the 

second 2 weeks] there is a difference [in 

conduct] in the concept of a wedding… 

from the first half of the month between 

the 2nd [half, it is customary not to get 

married in the 2nd half of the month]. But 

in the month of Iyar all the days of the 

month are equal in the mentioned 

concepts of the service of man.  

4) Through what effect do all the days of 

the month [have that they] should be 

equal? On this is the hint in the name of 

the month: Iyar [spelled aleph- yud- yud- 

resh is] an acronym for Avraham 

Yitzchak Yaakov and Rochel. They are the 

4 feet of the chariot [of Hashem], and 

the hint is brought also in the revealed 

Torah as [the Jewish] Law. 

The concept of the chariot is as he [The 

First Rebbe of Chabad the Alter Rebbe] 

said in Tanya: that all their limbs [the 

forefathers] were holy and separated 

from the matters of this world, when one 

has nothing of his own affairs at all, “in in in in 

all your waysall your waysall your waysall your ways” ” ” ”  is to “know Him [G-d]”, 

and one is committed entirely to G-

dliness, just as a chariot [which] its whole 

concept is only to carry out the will of 

the driver. 

Then are all the days equal, since his 

whole whole whole whole idea is only for G-dliness. 

    And through the service of “chariot” [to 

fulfill the will of the driver i.e. G-d] in the 

month of Iyar, the month becomes an 

intermediary between Nissan- “When you 

have brought the people out of Egypt” 

(This is on condition and in a way that) 

You will servYou will servYou will servYou will serveeee G-d on this mountain, 

“You will serve” from the expression of 

[the service of] a slave, in the way of 

acceptance of the Yoke [of Heaven]- to 

the 3rd month, (Sivan) in which we were 

given “A Triple Torah [Torah, Nevi’im, 

Kesuvim] to a triple Nation [Priests 

Levites and Israelites].”

The month of Iyar has an advantage over all the other months of the year in 

that every day of the month is connected with a mitzvah; the commandment 

of counting the Omer. 

In the month of Nissan only the second half of the month is connected to 

this commandment and in the month of Sivan (after Iyar) only the first five 

days are connected. But in Iyar each and every day of the month is counted 

as a mitzvah. . 

Also the holiness of the days of Iyar is connected to OUR service of G-d 

unlike any other month of the year.  

Even though the months of Tishrei, and Nissan contain joyous holidays and 

are (partially or totally) except from Tachnun [supplication prayers] 

and.every day of Nissan is like 'Rosh Chodesh'; (As explained in Shnei Luchos 

HaBris on "This month is the head of months' Ex. 12:2) while Iyar contains no 

special days at all.  

But these holy days of Tishrei and Nissan are not dependent on the service of 

man  their holiness is decreed by G-d. But each of the days if the month of 

Iyar is holy only by virtue of our counting the Omer. We, so to speak, make 

the holiness.  

Even more, the commandment of counting the Omer is to count time itself. 

In other words, each day of Iyar itself is the commandment. This is unlike 

any other month of the year where the commandments; for instance eating 

Matzah, sitting in a Sukkah etc. are separate entities from the day in which 

they are done. The uniqueness of the month of Iyar is that every day by itself 

is counted as a mitzvah.   

2) Additionally every day of the Omer is relevant to the days before it and 

after it as well. The commandment is to count 49 days. So every day is just a 

continuation of and depends on the days before it and a necessary 

preparation for the days following it. In this respect every day of Iyar is 

equal. And this is relevant also as the general preparations to the receiving of 

The Torah on the fiftieth day of the omer which will make, in the days of 

Moshiach, the entire world holy.  

3) In general in the months of the year there is a spiritual difference between 

the beginning of the month and the end of the month. 
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In the Kabalistic book Pardes it states that each of the 12 months of the year 

has a different combination of the four letters of the name of G-d. Similarly 

the four weeks of each month are affected differently by the different letters 

of that month's combination.  

From this it is understood, that just as in the name of Hashem certain letters 

are higher than others (usually the first two letters of every combination are 

'higher' than the last two) so also certain week's (usually the first two) are 

higher than others. This also affects our conduct to the point that weddings 

are usually set at the beginnings rather than the last two weeks of each 

month.  

But in the month of Iyar this is not so. All the days and weeks of the month 

are equal in relation to our service of G-d.  

4) How is it possible for us to take advantage of these days of Iyar so our feeling 

and service of G-d will be constantly and equally good?  

This we can learn from the letters of Iyar themselves!   

The letters of Iyar: Aleph- Yud- Yud- Resh are an acronym for Avraham Yitzchak 

Yaakov and Rochel who are called the 4 'feet' of the Chariot of G-d. (Which is 

also brought in Jewish Law (Shulchan Aruch Even HaEze126:20 in Bait Shmuel))  

The First Rebbe of Chabad the Alter Rebbe explains in his book 'Tanya' (Chapt. 

23): that being a 'Chariot to G-d' means that one's limbs and entire being are 

totally separated from any worldly desires or material egotism. Rather devoted to 

'knowing G-d in all your ways”(Prov. 3:6) and being committed entirely to G-

dliness even in the most mundane matters. Just as a chariot which is designed to 

only carry out the will of the driver in every situation. 

Then all your days will be equal in their awareness of the Creator (who is above 

and the creator of time), since all you does is only for G-dliness. 

 If we treat the days of Iyar in this way the entire month them becomes an 

intermediary between Nissan- the month when “G-d took the people out of 

Egypt to serve on this mountain" (Ex. 3:12) when we serve G-d with total 

unquestioning devotion like a servant to his master (i.e. Accepting of the Yoke of 

Heaven)…..to the 3rd month Sivan in which we, the three-fold people (Cohanim, 

Levites, Yisroels) were given “The three fold (Torah-prophets-writings) Torah. 

and became 'partners' with G-d in making the world fit for Moshiach NOW!
