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This would be similar to the next Halachah of the
Mishnah
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If the husband explicitly insists that the agent act in the
capacity of a mn n'e,
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Because the va is NOT effective immediately;

The Gemara now determines who can serve as a nw:
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A man can certainly serve as a n>sn3 i, just as the
husband himself can deliver the ova.

Similarly,
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A woman can certainly serve as a anph n'w, just as the
wife herself can accept the va.

However,
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It is unclear whether a woman can be a 44 nw, or if a
man can be a nnpy n'w, because
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Perhaps a man cannot be a anapy n'w, just as the husband
cannot accept the va, and a woman cannot be a n>wn4 n'e,
just as a wife cannot give a va?

After citing several Mishnayos the Gemara concludes

that nwxi wx, both a man and a woman, can serve as both
a1 nw and a nnph n'w.
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just as the husband
cannot accept the va
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
