24 And he took them, and crossed them over
the stream, and crossed over that which he had. 25 And Yaacov was left alone; and a man
wrestled with him until the breaking of the day. 26 And when he saw that he could not
overcome him, he touched the hollow of his thigh; and the hollow of Jacob's thigh was strained,
as he wrestled with him. 27 And he said: 'Let me go, for the dawn has broken.' And he said: 'l
will not let you go, unless you bless me.' 28 And he said unto him: 'What is your name?' And he
said: 'Yaacov.' 29 And he said: No longer will it be said that your name is Yaacov, but Israel; for

you have striven with God and with man, and have overcome.'
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4 And Esav ran to meet him, and embraced him, and fell on his neck, and kissed him; and they

wept.
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12 And he said: 'Let us journey, and go, and | will go alongside you.' 13And he said to him: 'My

lord knows that the children are tender, and the nursing flocks and cattle are upon me; and if

they are driven hard for a single day, all the flocks will die. 14 Let my lord, | pray you, go ahead
of his servant; and | make my way at my slow pace, according to the pace the drove before me
and according to the pace of the children, until | come to my lord at Seir.' 15 And Esav said: 'Let

me, | pray you, assign to you some of the people who are with me.' And he said: To what
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purpose? Let me just find favour in my Lord’s eyes.' 16 And Esav started back that day on his
way towards Seir. 17 And Yaakov journeyed to Succot, and built himself a house, and for his
livestock he made shelters; he, therefore, called the name of the place Succot.
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9 And God appeared unto Yaakov again, when he came from Paddan-aram, and He blessed

him. 10 And God said unto him: 'Your name is Jacob: your name shall no longer be called
Yaakov, but Israel shall be your name'; and He called his name Israel.
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25 And they went up from Egypt, and came to the land of Canaan to Yaakov their father. 26 And

they told him, saying: 'Yosef is yet alive, and he is ruler over all the land of Egypt.' And his heart
stood still, for he could not believe them. 27 And they told him all the words that Yosef had
spoken to them; and he saw the wagons that Yosef had sent to carry him, the spirit of Jacob
their father revived. 28 And Israel said: 'It is enough; Yosef my son is yet alive; | will go and see
him before | die.'

1 And Israel set out with all that he had, and came to Beer-sheva, and offered sacrifices to the
God of his father Yitzchak. 2 And God spoke unto Israel in night visions, and said: 'Yaakov,
Yaakov.' And he said: 'Here | am' 3 And He said: 'l am the God-God of your father; have no fear
of descending to Egypt; for there | will establish you as a great nation. 4 | will descend with you
to Egypt; and | will also surely bring you up; and Yosef shall place his hand upon your

eyes.' 5 And Yaakov arose from Beer-sheva; and the sons of Israel carried Yaakov their father,
and their little ones, and their wives, in the wagons which Pharaoh had sent to carry him.
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
