The Gemara tells us that the prophet Yeshayahu was very angry at bnei Yisroel and cursed them with 18 different
curses. His anger did not subside until he told them the following verse, etc. Wasn't Yeshayahu delivering a a
prophecy from Hashem, and not expressing his own feelings?

The X1 says that when they will ask someone to lead them and answer their questions, he will answer that he
doesn't have the required knowledge; 'id1 '¥j7 mim'wn X7, which the gemara explains to mean that they were honest
regarding their knowledge of torah.
