(malchiyot) before me ... so that you make me your king”

(Rosh Hashanah 34b). When we consider the power to

maintain a kingdom, it can only occur when the king’s

subjects are all unified in his service. If division were
to emerge, the kingdom would unravel.

The essence of making Hashem our king lies similarly
in our unity, as it is written, 7In w1 “There will
be a king in Yeshurun” only “INIW® 'DIW TN' OD N1 fONNN3,
“when the heads of the people will be gathered, when
the tribes of Israel will be united” (Devarim 33:5). It
is therefore our obligation prior to Rosh Hashana to
undertake to dedicate ourselves throughout the year to
the fulfillment of the positive commandment TN U719 Na1nN1
“You shall love your fellow as yourself” (Vayikra 19:18).

But if we have sinat chinam, hatred of others, how can we
ask God mMaJa o7un 9390 1N “Rule over the entire world,
in Your glory,” when we have not prepared ourselves to
do what is essential for maintaining that kingdom of
heaven? By accepting upon ourselves the work of loving
people and of unity, our path will slowly improve.
If we as a community immerse ourselves in this work
throughout the year, who can measure the greatness
of the merit for us and for the entire world? No one
should say that this is too difficult. When we work at
this with appropriate reflection it will slowly become
easier and we will find great joy in it. Let us make
continual efforts at this and merit the full acceptance
of the kingdom of heaven with all of Klal Yisrael.
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
