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For then | will transform the people’s language into clear language so that all of them call in the name
of Hashem to serve Him of one accord.

This vision expresses one of the features most emblematic of the Messianic era. As do the other
prophecies of the Yemot HaMashiach, it draws our focus, even in the here and now, to the ideal state of
the world.
