Image problems

No image appears on-screen

The image is stretched when displaying 16:9 DVD title

. When you play anamorphic DVD or 16:9 DVD, the projector will show the best image in 16: 9 format
on projector side.

. If you play the V-Stretch format DVD title, please change the format as V-Stretch in projector OSD.
. If you play 4:3 format DVD title, please change the format as 4:3 in projector OSD.
. Please setup the display format as 16:9 (wide) aspect ratio type on your DVD player.

Image is too small or too large
. Turn the zoom lever clockwise or counterclockwise to increase or decrease the projected image size.

Unplug the power cord from the projector, wait for 30 seconds and try again. If the warning indicator lights up or
flashes, please contact your nearest service center for assistance.
