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Innovative Teaching Strategies in Nursing and Related Health Professions: 
Developing Rubrics for a New Learning Environment
Purpose
The purpose of this assignment is to develop the skill of constructing a rubric based on a specific assignment.  This assignment will enable students to discuss the reliability and validity of the rubrics of their own design that will assess their student’s learning.

Course Outcomes
Through this assignment, the student will demonstrate the ability to:

1. employ evidence-based assessment and evaluation strategies that are appropriate to diverse learners.

2. apply measurement theory to the construction and use of educational evaluation instruments.

Student Directions:
In this assignment you are asked to complete a full health history on Tina Jones, a virtual patient who is a part of the Shadow Health’s Digital Clinical Experience.  Prior to completing these assignments, you will need to: 

Part 1 - Exploring and Understand Shadow Health’s Digital Clinical Experience (DCE)
1. Watch the Shadow Health Introduction video (8 min)

2. Complete the Shadow Health orientation assignment (15 min) 

3. Complete an entire health history on Ms. Jones (90 min).

4. Explore 20 minutes of the HEENT assignment and pay special attention to how the physical exam is conducted and scored in this technology.

Part 2 - Construct a rubric for the DCE
5. When you are finished with your DCE assignment, you will then construct an analytic grading rubric you will use to critique and grade that assignment. Consult the Oerrman & Gaberson text for a description of an analytic grading rubric. 

Part 3 - Grade and give feedback to 3 sample students
6. You will then grade the work of 3 different example students who have also just completed the health history or HEENT exams on Ms. Jones.  All three students are performing at different levels.  

a. Beginner - Results from Example Student #1
b. Developing - Results from Example Student #2
c. Proficient - Results from Example Student #3
7. After you review their work, you will have the opportunity to provide each student with feedback on their performance utilizing the rubric that you have just created. Carefully structure your feedback to be direct, constructive, and encouraging. Your review should include assessments of the following areas:

1. Organization of the interview

2. Organization of the assessment

3. Ensuring patient safety and privacy

4. Quality of interaction with the patient

5. Overall DCE score, Subjective Data Collection, and Objective Data Collection

6. Quality of educational and empathetic statements
