In addition to providing assistance to the Visitor Industry Charity Walk in Anchorage (see page 7), the organization’s charitable arm provides outreach at each of the membership luncheons in 2016.

In May, for example, they invited the Downtown Soup Kitchen to talk about their overnight shelter services for homeless women and three-month culinary training program, Feed Me Hope. Graduates are prepared for restaurant and food service jobs, creating a hiring pool for the visitor industry. This summer or fall, consider forging a new
