What is your favorite thing about being a chef and what drew you to this line of work?

Being a

chef is a great outlet for personal creativity. As I was growing up I was always in the kitchen with my mom and grandmother helping cook and create our family meals.

We would then all sit down together and enjoy each other’s company and the great meal we created together. I wanted to be able to experience this feeling of pride and

community for the rest of my life, so cooking for other people and having them enjoy my creations just felt right.

® CREOLE YOGURT DRESSING: |

1 cup Greek yogurt

1/2 tsp. cayenne pepper

The juice of 1 lemon-or-1 tbsp. lemon juice
6 tbsp. milk

1 tsp. Cajun seasoning

CRAB SALAD:

1 tbsp. onions (diced small)

1 tbsp. jalapenos (seeded & minced)

2 tbsp. olive oil

1 pound jumbo lump crab

4 tsp. chives

1 tbsp. roasted red peppers (diced small)
The juice of 1 lime-or-1 tbsp. lime juice
1/4 cup chopped green onions

Salt & pepper to taste

FRIED GREEN TOMATOES:
® Vegetable oil for frying

4 green tomatoes

1/4 cup buttermilk

1 cup flour

2 cups cornmeal

1 tbsp garlic powder

1 tsp. cayenne pepper
1 tsp. paprika

4 whole eggs

Salt & pepper to taste
1/2 cup capers

DIRECTIONS: Pour vegetable oil to a depth of
1/4"1/2" in a large cast-iron skillet and heat to
350°F

YOGURT DRESSING: Mix all ingredients in a
bowl and chill in refridgerator until ready to
serve.

CRAB SALAD: Saute diced onions and jalapenos
in pan with olive oil until onions are translucent.
Remove from heat and place in

fridge to chill. Once cooled, mix with all other
ingredients gently as to not break up crab too
much. Season fo taste with salt and pepper.
Refrigerate until ready to use.

FRIED GREEN TOMATOES:

Slice green tomatoes 1/4 inch thick. Season both
sides with salt and pepper. Set aside on a towel
lined plate. In separate bowls mix together 3/4
cups flour with the cayenne pepper, paprike,
salt and pepper. Beat together eggs and
buttermilk in a separate bowl. Dredge the
tomatoes in a seasoned flour, followed by the
eggs then cornmeal/flour mix. Shake off any
excess. Add 2-3 tomatoes to your oil at a time
and fry to golden brown. About 1-2 minutes.
Remove capers from oil and set on paper
towels to drain. Place on plate. Top with crab
salad, drizzle yogurt dressing, then garnish with
fried capers, green onions and sprinkle with
some Cajun seasoning.

ARLINGTON, TEXAS

A convenient location and varied transportation options are valuable assets that
encourage attendance. Because of a central location in the continental United
States between Dallas and Fort Worth and a placement at the crossroads of five
interstate highways, Arlington offers unparalleled accessibility.

BY AIR Arlington is 10 miles from Dallas/Fort Worth International Airport, the third busiest airport in the world and
no more than 4 hours by air from every major city in the country. Most of our hotels offer complimentary shuttles to
and from DFW Airport.

Arlington is 30 minutes from Dallas Love Field, home to carrier Southwest Airlines. The Love Field Modernization
Program (LFMP) renovations are also underway: a centralized concourse with 20 gates, a remodeled lobby,
expanded baggage claim area and a new ticketing wing. For corporate, cargo and recreational pilots, the
Arlington Municipal Airport also offers accessibility and convenience.

Amtrak operates multiple trains in the DFW areq, like the Heartland Flyer out of Fort Worth and the Texas
Eagle out of Dallas. The Trinity Railway Express (TRE) commuter train connects to the downtown areas of Dallas
and Fort Worth, with stops at DFW Airport. Trains operate Monday through Saturday.

BY CAR Arlington sits at the crossroads of five interstate highways, making the average drive time to most major
cities in the state and region approximately three fo five hours.
